             As I begin this message, I am troubled greatly in my spirit. I am troubled because even though the 
message has yet to be given, I am nonetheless feeling the seriousness and certainty of what is to follow, and it 
causes me to tremble inside. However, my greater concern is not the message, but my unworthiness to deliver 
it. As I have said before, my robe is still spotted and wrinkled. Our FATHER has much work to do in me and I 
am fully aware of that fact. There are times when I am ashamed of myself for not having overcome more of 
my weaknesses than I have, especially in light of the measure of God’s word that I have consumed and that He 
has given me revelation understanding of. Before our FATHER, I agree with the words of Isaiah, the Prophet 
when he cried out in Isaiah 6:5: 
 

“Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of unclean lips,  
and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips;” 

 
My brothers and sisters, my lips are unclean and I too am dwelling in the very midst of a people of unclean 
lips. I assure you that I do not write to you from a position of spiritual superiority. I am just your brother in 
Christ, who like you is on a journey of life that will finally end as we individually stand before Him and allow 
Him to judge us by and through His word. (see John 12:48) I choose to love you as my brother or sister and I 
am trusting our FATHER to manifest that love through me to you, as I am personally unable to do so on my 
own. It is because of this great love, that the truth must be made known to we the people of God, and it must 
be made known over and over again from generation to generation, as we are still in rebellion against the 
holiness of God. What you hear from me represents but one small voice among what I hope are many voices 
that are now warning the people of God of what is soon to come. Mans’ rebellion against the holiness of God 
is rapidly drawing to a close. Very soon we will hear but one cry from the “house of the Lord”: “My God, My 
God, have mercy on me!” The fact that most of us do not believe that judgment is about to fall on what we call 
the Church, is proof enough that many of us are now counted among those that Isaiah prophesied of and 
JESUS spoke about in Matthew 13: 14,15 when He said: 
 

“Hearing you will hear and shall not understand, And seeing you will see and not perceive; For the 
hearts of this people have grown dull. Their ears are hard of hearing, and their eyes have closed, Lest 

they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, Lest they should  
understand with their hearts and turn, So that I should heal them.” 

 
             My brothers and sisters we must never forget that our FATHERS’ heart desires above all things to 
bless us. His love for us is beyond our carnal ability to comprehend. The last thing that FATHER desires to do 
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is to punish us, and He takes no pleasure in the death of anyone (see Ezekiel 18:32). Nor does He afflict us 
willingly (see Lamentations 3:33). However, because He is God and perfect in His holiness, He cannot tolerate 
mans’ disobedience and rebellion to His word. For those of us who have heard our FATHERS’ warning, there 
is now no excuse. We are well past the times of ignorance that Paul spoke about in Acts 17: 30 & 31. 
 

“Truly, these times of ignorance God overlooked, but now commands all men everywhere to repent, 
because He has appointed a day on which He will judge the world in righteousness by the Man whom 

He has ordained. He has given assurance of this to all by raising Him from the dead.” 
 

Because of our FATHERS’ love, He warns us over and over and over again, not wanting that even one of us 
should perish (see 2 Peter 3:9), but that we might all make it into His heavenly kingdom. FATHERS’ 
warnings to us are a clear demonstration of His love for us, but please know that when His warnings cease, 
and the voice of the Prophet goes silent - when the self ordained prophets proclaim peace, peace and blessing 
as many are now doing - know that only the wrath of a holy God will follow! Our God has a long history of 
turning away from a people who continually refuse to obey Him and lose all of their fear of Him. Today, we 
are dangerously close to being numbered among those of the past to whom and of whom He declared the 
following: 
 

“Just as they have chosen their own ways, And their soul delights in their abominations,  
So I will choose their delusions, And bring their fears on them; Because when I called,  

no one answered, When I spoke they did not hear; But they did evil before  
My eyes, And chose that in which I do not delight.”

             Our God has always dealt with man on three levels. First, He deals with us individually, one on one. In 
the end He will judge us individually. Secondly, He deals with us as a corporate body, what we would call the 
Church. The corporate body would include all people who claim to be Christians and who say they believe in 
JESUS and are counting on that belief to enter into His kingdom. Finally, God deals with the Nations of man. 
 
             Judgment always begins at the house of God (1 Peter 4:17) and when God judges the corporate body 
of His people, you may be assured that each of us will be individually impacted. However, when Gods’ 
judgment falls, there is always a remnant of believers in place that are not taken by surprise and who are 
totally “sold out” to our Lord. These are the ones that God has separated unto Himself and their loyalty lies

with Him and Him alone. These over comers are used of God to minister His life to those who are caught by 
surprise and quickly lose all hope. May we be found worthy to be included in the ranks of the holy remnant of 
God. One thing is for sure, only those who agree totally with God have a chance of coming through the storm 
of His judgment as an over comer. I might also add that if your loyalty to the institutional Church, or its’ 
leaders is greater than to our God and His word, you have no hope at all of coming through the storm as an 
over comer. 
 
             Now concerning the Nations. Most people have a terribly inflated opinion of the value of their Nation. 
The sin of national pride is not peculiar to just a few, but is a world wide epidemic. We Americans are no 
doubt the most affected as our national pride has come into full bloom. Now here is our Gods’ opinion of “all” 
of the Nations of the earth, including yours. 
 

“Behold, the Nations are as a drop in a bucket, And are counted  
as the small dust on the scales; Look, He lifts up the isles as a very little thing.” 

            “All Nations before Him are as nothing,  
                   And they are counted by Him less than nothing and worthless.”

Any Nation that slaughters the innocent and devises evil by law is marked as a Nation that will incur the wrath 
of a holy God. Not only that, but as a Nations’ pride swells before a holy God, that Nation is assured of 
destruction. (See Proverbs 16:18 and Zechariah 11:3) Do not be deceived, God will not be mocked. Sooner or 
later the pride of the Nations will be destroyed. Then they will know that He is God! Let the voices of the 
remnant join in unity with that of David as he cried out: 
 

“Arise Oh Lord, Do not let man prevail; Let the Nations be judged in Your sight.  
Put them in fear, Oh Lord, That the Nations may know themselves to be but men.”

             There is a firestorm of Gods’ holiness that will soon make landfall on America. I saw this storm in the 
spirit several years ago. Like a huge hurricane, the longer it delays making landfall, the stronger it becomes. 
We cannot imagine what is about to happen, but I can assure you that we will quickly learn what it means to 
fear God. In less than one days’ time, God will have our undivided attention.

As horrible as the coming judgment will be, it is no less a good thing. It is good because out of the ashes of 
despair there will be a harvest of souls for the Kingdom of God that would not have otherwise been.

             Judgment of the Nations is now underway and it will grow in intensity until the pride of the nations is 
either broken or the nations are totally destroyed. The severity of Gods’ judgment of a Nation will be tempered 
to a great extent by the response of Gods’ people to His judgment. Listen to the word of our God- 
 

“When I shut up heaven and there is no rain, or command the locusts to devour the land, or  
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send pestilence among My people, if My people who are called by My name will  
humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then  

I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.”

                          My brothers and sisters, nothing moves the heart of God any more than true repentance. 
Nothing! I believe so strongly in Gods’ grace and mercy that if Judas Iscariot had made his way to the foot of 
the Cross on that day, and allowed the Blood of God to drip down on him as he cried out for mercy - I believe 
he would have been forgiven and would have made it into the Kingdom of God. Gods’ grace and mercy 
follows a repentant heart, and that alone is now our only hope for survival. I do not need to elaborate in detail 
on the condition of the Nations before God. They are all, to some degree, in open rebellion against the word of 
God.

Criticize 
ones’ Church and you will incur their anger or worse, their wrath. Mock Gods’ word and bring shame and 
reproach on His name and you will seldom receive anything but a word of grace. Who among us mourns for 
the loss of honor due the name of our great King?

             Whenever I believe that we Christians have hit bottom in our spiritual decline, something else is 
exposed publicly that takes us even lower. Ever since my spiritual eyes and ears were opened nearly twenty 
years ago, I have been witnessing a steady decline in spiritual growth in what we call the Church.

You are told to bury  
the idol in your yard and then pray to St. Joseph, the “idol”, and he would help you sell your house for a good 
price. There were several testimonies as to how this practice of idol worship really works. One of the idol 
worshipers stated that you don’t even need to be Catholic to receive this financial blessing. You just have to 
believe. This idol worship is nothing more than the doctrine of demons. It brings shame and reproach on our 
Lord and it robs Him of the honor and glory due His name. Every good and perfect gift comes from God (see 
James 1:17), not from St. Joseph, nor from any other man!
